Children love
to explore and to use their imag-
ination when playing and toys
that have a set purpose of estab-
lished character can sometime
prevent children from really ex-
ploring the item, these toys
however are not to be dismissed
but it is important to offer chil-
dren the opportunity to play
with and explore more day to
day items.
